Computer Crash Protection in Police and
Emergency Vehicles
 
After two hours at the accident scene with all
emergency lights flashing, the police officer was
filing his report when the computer screen blinked
off. The alternator could not keep up with the load
which discharged the battery, which then failed to
supply proper voltage to the on-board computer.  The ensuing power
'crash' deleted the report, corrupted other files, and required a trip
back to the station to reinstall the software.
 
Proper computer shut down sequence before a critical decay of
voltage would prevent this often-recurring scene of inefficiency and
frustration in police cars, ambulances, and fire trucks. A solution is
needed; a device to monitor available vehicle power, and
automatically shutdown the mobile computer properly before a
voltage-created crash occurs.
 
This solution is now available called the Computer Power Sentry.  It
monitors and shuts the system down due to low voltage as well as an
'engine off' time interval.  If either occurs, an on-screen advisory appears and if
voltage restoring action is not taken by the operator, the computer will automatically
shut down to avoid corruption of applications and data, thus preserving files,
executables, and operator sanity.
