Fuse Distribution Panels Used in Microwave
Radio Sites

Fuse Distribution Panel, model FDP-1010, was recently chosen to provide the 48 VDC
power distribution function in a microwave radio network application.

The rackmount panel occupies a strategic point in the radio network between the 48 VDC
rectifiers, batteries, multiple radios and transmitters, and related DC loads. Its features met
all the system requirements: low profile 1.75" (1RU) vertical rack space, and the ability to
wire redundant DC input loads for enhanced system reliability via dual input buses
accommodating 10 GMT output fuses in ratings up to 15 amps, and total panel capacity of
200 amps.
 
Other features include universal adaptability allowing operation on positive or negative
ground systems; 24 and 48 VDC. The standard monitoring package provides dry form "C"
alarm contacts that monitor input power, and blown fuses, with front panel indicator lights
which give quick visual system status.

Battery Integrators allows a single source, such as an
engine alternator, to charge two separate battery banks without voltage drop, yet maintains
100% isolation at all other times. For systems with three battery banks or more, an
additional integrator must be installed for each additional bank.
 
The units, continuous duty rated, have heavy duty silver-plated contactors, and a voltage
sense circuit and solenoid that are encased in epoxy providing extra durability . They feature
an easy three wire hook up for two bank systems (BATT +, BATT -, GROUND). Other
features include a terminal for optional remote light indicating when battery banks are
integrated, and an optional internal connection can be wired through ignition or manual over
ride switch, tying battery banks together for extra boost during engine start.
